to invite professional journalists to participate in the 2018 Global Media 
Competition on Labour Migration and Fair Recruitment that aims at 
recognizing exemplary media coverage on labour migration. 

WHO CAN APPLY? 
All journalists and photographers are encouraged to send up to two entries. 
Entries submitted should address one of the following 2 thematic areas: (i) 
Labour migration aspects; and, (ii) fair recruitment of migrant workers. 

Entries should fall under either one of the following 2 categories: (i) photo 
essay/multimedia (three photos and a caption); and (ii) media reports (print, 
online, radio production) articles should not exceed 8000 words, radio 
production should not exceed 10 minutes.

Fill in and submit the online entry form between 14 September and 31 October, 
2018 (latest 23:59, Central European Time).

WHAT ARE  THE  REQU IREMENTS? 
Entries must have been created between 1 June 2017 and 31 October 2018. 
Entries are accepted in three languages: English, French, Spanish. If in other 
languages, entries will be accepted provided that the applicant presents a 
faithful translation in one of the three mentioned languages.

WHAT IS  THE  PR IZE?
Four winners (one per category, per thematic area) will be selected and each 
will receive a prize of 1000$. Winning entries will be featured on ILO website 
and will be widely disseminated by ILO and the partners as an example of 
quality journalism. To mark the International Migrants’ Day, winners will be
